Day 1: Marrakech Airport /Panoramic tour/welcome dinner

11h25 Arrival at the airport of Marrakech and transfer to hotel. Check in and time for rest,
17h00 panoramic tour of the city by horse drawn carriages,

Day 2: Marrakech

Travel Advice for Morocco (EU Passport Holders)
Entry Requirements & Visa
e EU passport holders do not need a visa for stays of up to 90 days.
e Your passport must be valid for at least 3 months beyond your entry date.
e On arrival, you'll need to fill out an entry form (usually provided on the plane or at the border).
e Keep your entry stamp—you may need it when leaving the country.
Safety & Security
e Morocco is generally safe, but petty crime (pickpocketing, scams) can be an issue in tourist areas.
e Avoid isolated areas at night, especially in big cities like Marrakech, Casablanca, and Fes.
e Be cautious with unofficial guides—only use registered tour guides.
e Women travelers may experience occasional harassment—dressing modestly helps avoid unwanted
attention.
Health & Vaccinations
¢ No mandatory vaccinations, but Hepatitis A, Typhoid, and Rabies are recommended.
e Tap water is not always safe—stick to bottled water.
e Carry basic medications, as pharmacies may not have your usual brands.
¢ Avoid street food stalls that look unhygienic to prevent food poisoning.
Money & Payments
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Currency: Moroccan Dirham (MAD).

Credit/debit cards are accepted in hotels and large restaurants, but cash is essential for markets and small
shops.

ATMs are widely available, but carry some cash in remote areas.

Bargaining is expected in souks (markets)—start at half the price offered!

Transport & Getting Around

Taxis are common, but always agree on the price before the ride (or insist on using the meter in "Petit
Taxis").

Trains & buses are reliable and affordable for intercity travel (ONCF for trains, CTM/Supratours for buses).
Driving in Morocco is possible but can be chaotic in cities—rent a car only if you’re comfortable with local
driving conditions.

Must-Visit Destinations

Marrakech — Bustling souks, historic palaces, and the famous Jemaa el-Fnaa square.
Fes — Ancient medina with stunning mosques and traditional craftsmanship.
Chefchaouen — The "Blue City" in the Rif Mountains, perfect for photography.
Sahara Desert (Merzouga) — Camel trekking and desert camping under the stars.
Casablanca — Home to the impressive Hassan Il Mosque.

Essaouira — Laid-back coastal town with stunning beaches and fresh seafood.

Local Customs & Etiquette

Morocco is a Muslim country, so dress modestly, especially in rural areas and religious sites.
Public displays of affection should be kept to a minimum.

Greetings are important—a handshake or a light hug (same gender) is common.

During Ramadan, be mindful that many locals fast from sunrise to sunset.

Weather & Best Time to Visit

Spring (March—-May) & Autumn (Sept—Nov) — Best seasons, with mild temperatures.
Summer (June—-Aug) — Very hot, especially in the Sahara and southern regions.
Winter (Dec—Feb) — Chilly in the mountains but pleasant in coastal cities.

Final Tips

Learn basic French or Arabic phrases—many Moroccans don’t speak English.
Be careful with street vendors—some can be very persistent.

Stay in a riad (traditional Moroccan house) for an authentic experience.
Watch out for fake guides—official guides have a badge
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
